TYPES OF MEMBERSHIP

BADMINTON England offers a variety of
membership categories to meet all
requirements, covering Junior Clubs, Senior
Clubs, Coaches, individual members, schools,
societies and supporters. Membership is open
to anyone residing in England.

CLUB MEMBERSHIP

Senior Clubs

This category is designed for those playing
badminton in a club, and membership is
administered via your Club Secretary. Whether
you play in a league or just within your own
club, joining as a full member means that you
will receive the full benefits of membership of
BADMINTON England.

Each club affiliates to their County Association,
who provide benefits at a local level. In Herts
this coming season, the total senior club
member fee is £12.70 and junior fee £6.35.

Junior Clubs

This category is for clubs with only junior
members. All the named players will receive
benefit of Public Liability insurance whilst
playing badminton. In addition, the secretary
will be a full senior member of BADMINTON
England and eligible for all benefits listed
above. This season the junior club fee is likely
to be £57.20 (includes HSBA membership).

Junior clubs can also choose to pay the full
Junior BADMINTON England fee for their
members to get the increased level of benefits
— including being eligible for ICC matches.

INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP

Individuals can join BADMINTON England
directly or via Herts Individuals Club. These
are for individuals who are not already
members of an affiliated club, but who would
like to enjoy benefits of being part of
BADMINTON England.
