this month show participation in badminton is well
on track to hit targets, with the latest results from
the Active People Survey showing that over
540,000 adults now play the sport at least once a
week.

Following a 24% increase in adult participation from
2002 to 2008, the figures suggest continued growth,

and cement Badmintonébés pos
most popular racquet sport. Furthermore it marks
the first real measure of

progress against its key target for 2013, to increase
regular adult participation in the sport by 70,000
people. Work towards the target i agreed with
Sport England as part of their £20.8m grant to
BADMINTON England for the period 2009 to 2013 i
has been boosted after the survey showed that
5,000 new players have joined the ranks since work
commenced. This is tremendous news and reflects
the huge popularity of badminton amongst men and
women of all ages and backgrounds.
